
Dear First Year Pharm D Student,  

Congratulations on being accepted into The Ohio State University Doctor of 

Pharmacy program.  On behalf of The Ohio State College of Pharmacy Council, we 

would like to officially welcome you to the College of Pharmacy and introduce you 

to the many opportunities that will present themselves and enable you to become an 

informed and involved P1 student.  The following packet contains information about 

the collegeõs organizations that you will have the opportunity to become involved 

with. 

Pharmacy Council serves as the student council for the college and since you 

are officially a student here, you are officially a member of Pharmacy Council.  This 

is a free organization that acts on behalf of the students to coordinate and encourage 

efforts between students, faculty and staff.  Pharmacy Council meets every other 

Thursday during the professional hour, which is a free period set aside each 

morning from 11:30-12:18 to encourage organization involvement.  Our first 

meeting will be held on October 1st for those interested in becoming involved.   

Pharmacy Council will assist the Office of Student Affairs with a few key 

organizational projects as you begin your journey at the Ohio State College of 

Pharmacy.  This will include the election of class officers for the Class of 2013.  

After you spend a few weeks making friends, you will be asked to nominate or run 

for various positions within your class, known as class officers.  All class officers are 

required to attend each Pharmacy Council meeting in order to keep their classmates 

up to date on college events and issues.  Each class has a President, Vice President, 

Secretary-Treasurer, Pharm D Committee representative, and two Pharmacy 

Council representatives.  Descriptions of the positions and more information about 

elections will be given to you at orientation.   

Along with serving as a coordinator to all the professional organizations, 

Pharmacy Council is also responsible for organizing several events throughout the 

year including a quarterly student-faculty night out, which is a planned event that 

allows students and faculty to socialize outside of the college.  Past faculty-student 

night out events have included; an OSU hockey game, karaoke, and a trip to a local 

comedy club.  Additionally, Pharmacy Council sponsors the annual Pharmacy Ball, 

which is a formal event for students and faculty to come together to celebrate the 

profession.  All of the Pharmacy Council activities are student organized, so there 



are many opportunities to become involved.  More information about Pharmacy 

Council involvement as well as information about all other professional 

organizations will be available at the Pharmacy Organization Fair held Tuesday 

September 22nd immediately following orientation. 

  Pharmacy Council also has the responsibility of coordinating more serious 

aspects of your experience here at OSU.  Pharmacy Council works with the Office 

of Student Affairs to make up the College of Pharmacy Honor Council.  The Honor 

Council is charged with enforcing the Honor Code, which is a document that 

outlines student conduct.  It is essential that we uphold the Honor Code so that our 

college continues to produce professionals with integrity and accountability regarding 

their actions.   We encourage each student to report violations of the Honor Code 

accordingly or confidentially to the Pharmacy Council Vice President, Shadi 

Awadallah, or the Class of 2013 Vice President, for further action to be determined.  

We also encourage all students to voice their concerns or joys about what is 

happening within the college at quarterly Deanõs Meetings.  The Deanõs Meeting 

consists of an informal event where students and faculty participate in a question and 

answer session about college related subjects with the Dean being present.  Topics 

have included dress codes, parking, and tuition. 

We hope this packet helps you formulate questions and gives guidance about 

the professional organizations at the College of Pharmacy.  Please bring your 

questions to the Organization Fair, where all organizations will be available to help 

answer them.  We look forward to meeting you in September.
